I am interested in what defines an object as beautiful and the gap between the pretty and the ugly. What is beauty and perfect form? I regard pouring vessels as more than just functional objects. One of their attractions for me is the variety of form, stemming from the different components involved in their function. In these pieces I utilize simple form elements to balance the lively, ornamental style of the surface. 


The form of a pouring vessel is reminiscent of the human body. Its body is a vessel. Likewise, we as living beings become vessels; we ingest nourishment to survive.  (Females bear children; we give our babies milk from our bodies so that they can survive.) In making pouring vessels I juxtapose simple forms of design with organic forms of nature to create movements and to emphasize their life as teapots or pitchers.  


During the making of  individual teapots, I gain different relationships with forms just as I have different relationships with different people, whether they be formal or intimate. Different forms take on different characters as they're being made.


The pouring vessels are adorned with flowers and organic textures to accentuate sensuality and intimacy, while also making reference to female form. I combine a white high fire porcelain body with a washed out shino glaze to gain color variation. I use a firing method called a reduction firing, which gives my forms a variation of warm colors representative in mind with both flesh and earth tones.
