CANCELLATION, REFUND, AND

If a program is oversubscribed when a
student’s payment is received, the student
will be notified and the full amount will

be refunded or may be applied toward
another course. If a class or workshop is
canceled due to insufficient enrollment,
students will be notified and full tuition
will be refunded or may be applied toward
another course. Students who withdraw
from a class or workshop up to two weeks
before the first class are eligible for a full
refund. Up to one week before the first
class, students who withdraw are eligible
for a credit, less a $25 registration fee.
After that, consideration can only be given
with a written medical excuse, or in the
case of other extraordinary circumstances.
